Callous U. S. Supreme Court Ruling Says Partial-Birth Abortions Are Protected By Roe V. Wade And AL GORE AGREES!!!

 In a shocking and callous decision, the U.S. Supreme Court today ruled in Stenberg v. Carhart that live, late-term babies can continue to be brutally killed in this country even when they are mere inches from being completely delivered from their mothers' bodies.   The particular procedure used to kill babies in this manner is called partial-birth abortion.

 "This is a U.S. Supreme Court that is completely out of control," said Barbara Lyons, Executive Director of Wisconsin Right to Life.  "It is tragic enough that the Court legalized abortion on demand in 1973, a decision that has resulted in 1.3 million deaths every year.  But today, the Court went even further by ruling that partial-birth abortion, a procedure tantamount to infanticide, is also a protected constitutional 'right' that cannot be denied to any woman."

    Over 80% of the American public believes partial-birth abortion should be illegal and the U.S. Congress has repeatedly passed legislation to prohibit the procedure but each time, the Clinton-Gore administration has vetoed it.  Clinton and Al Gore, have been outspoken advocates of the partial-birth abortion procedure.

    "The only way to reverse the tragedy the Court inflicted on our nation today is to elect a president who will appoint Supreme Court justices who have a respect for human life," said Lyons.  "The next president will likely have the opportunity to nominate three to four new Supreme Court justices.  If Al Gore becomes president, innocent babies will continue to be killed by partial-birth abortion because Gore has vowed to nominate only individuals who agree with his extreme position.  On the other hand, if new justices are nominated by George W. Bush, we believe it will only be a matter of time before the Court reverses today's heartless decision."

Redrawing the Lines
Like spoiled children, pro-abortion advocates continually change the rules of the game to suit their own interests.

  “Twenty-five years ago, in order to make abortion palatable to prevailing moral sensibilities, supporters insisted that it (the fetus) was not a baby, but rather a mass of tissue that was at stake.  Then as sonograms became more popular and millions of new parents could see for themselves the heartbeats and waving arms and legs of their 1st trimester fetuses, it was agreed that, well, yes, it it a baby, but it’s not viable outside the woumb.  Now in the current debate over partial birth abortion, both sides openly agree that it is a live, viable baby, but for many Americans that is no longer the issue  -- the issue now is the preservation of the (desire) right to an abortion at all times in all forms. Wisconsin Right to Life Calls on the Attorney General 

To Move Swiftly In the Courts 

 After a careful analysis of yesterday's U.S. Supreme Court decision in Stenberg v.  Carhart, it is the unanimous opinion of leading pro-life attorneys throughout the nation that Wisconsin's partial-birth abortion law can still be upheld in spite of the Court's action.  Wisconsin Right to Life today called upon Attorney General James Doyle to move swiftly to take action to defend Wisconsin's law against future challenges based upon the Stenberg case. 

According to Wisconsin Right to Life Executive Director, Barbara Lyons,  "It turns out that the Wisconsin case on partial-birth abortion can be easily distinguished from the Nebraska case.  The Court's decision yesterday was specifically based on findings and rulings from the Nebraska trial court and the 8th Circuit Court of Appeals, which found Nebraska's law unconstitutional.  Here in Wisconsin, both the trial court and the 7th Circuit Court of Appeals found Wisconsin's law to be constitutional on the very same issues that were before the U. S. Supreme Court in the Nebraska case." 

 "Every court challenge to a law depends on the unique factual record created by the trial court deciding a specific challenge to that law," continued Lyons.  "The findings by the trial court in Wisconsin and the rulings by the appellate court on the key issues were just the opposite of the findings and rulings of the Nebraska courts on the very same issues." 

 Wisconsin has the only partial-birth abortion law in the country that has been found by the trial court and the appellate court to clearly apply only to partial-birth abortions and to not need a health exception, the key issues on which the Court struck down the Nebraska law. In this regard, Wisconsin's law is absolutely unique compared to all other states’ bans on partial-birth abortions. 

 "It would be unconscionable for James Doyle to not move swiftly and aggressively to defend Wisconsin's law given such obviously distinguishable facts," said Lyons.

 Study Shows Abortion Four Times More Dangerous Than Childbirth

Springfield, IL -- A recent government funded study in Finland shows that women who have abortions are approximately four times more likely to die in the following year than women who carry their pregnancies to term.  In addition, women who carry to term are only half as likely to die as women who were not pregnant.

  "This is an impeccable, record-based study," said David C. Reardon, Ph.D., who authored a review of the Finland study and other related studies in the latest issue of The Post-Abortion Review.  "It proves beyond a shadow of a doubt that abortion is not safer than childbirth."

  Researchers from the statistical analysis unit of Finland's National Research and Development Center for Welfare and Health examined death certificate records for all women of reproductive age (15-49) who died between 1987 and 1994 a total of 9,129 women.  They then examined the national health care database to identify any pregnancy-related events for the women in the 12 months prior to their deaths.

  The researchers found that compared to women who carried to term, women who aborted in the year prior to their deaths were 60 percent more likely to die of natural causes, seven times more likely to die of suicide, four times more likely to die of injuries related to accidents, and 14 times more likely to die from homicide. Researchers believe the higher rate of deaths related to accidents and homicide may be linked to higher rates of suicidal or risk-taking behavior.

  "Even though this important study was published in the top Scandinavian obstetrics journal, it has been completely ignored by the American press," Reardon said.  "Even worse, abortion counselors continue to lie to American women. They are telling women that abortion is safer than childbirth, when this and other irrefutable studies prove exactly the opposite.  The entire body of medical literature clearly shows that abortion contributes to a decline in women's physical and mental health. Women aren't hearing this.  Nor are they being told that giving birth actually contributes to women's overall health, not only in comparison to those who abort but also in comparison to women who have not been pregnant."

  Reardon believes that abortion providers are collaborating with population control zealots to conceal the risks of abortion in order to advance their own financial and social engineering agendas.  "If they were really pro-choice, they would want women to know about abortion's true risks," he said.  "Instead, they are offering women a bundle of half-truths and complete fabrications."

How to defeat a Pro-Life Candidate:
1. One-way is to vote for a third party candidate who has no chance at winning.  When a general election is between a pro-life candidate and a pro-abortion candidate, each representing an established party, there will be times when a third party candidate gets into the race.  This candidate will claim to be the real pro-lifer and may attack the pro-life candidate from the major party.  This is a sure strategy to elect the pro-abortion candidate, as it will split the pro-life vote.  Pro-lifers who support the third party candidate, to the detriment of the pro-life candidate who could win, may feel like they have not compromised their principles, but if they succeed in helping to elect a candidate who will consistently allow the killing of unborn babies to continue, they have compromised away something far more important . . . . Children’s lives.

2. Another way to defeat a pro-life candidate is to expect the candidate to make abortion the top issue in the campaign.  The Voter Research Survey exit poll in 1992 found that 13% of the voters said that abortion was the top issue in deciding whom to vote for.  In 1996, a Wirthlin worldwide poll found that 12% of the voters said that abortion was the top issue for them.  In both years, two-thirds of these abortion minded voters went for the pro-life candidate.  This can and does make a difference in the outcome of an election, but it also means that 87% to 88% of the voters had other issues that were more important to them.  In order to win, a candidate has to focus on several issues that will appeal to a broad variety of voters.  In some races, making abortion an issue will help the candidate, but in some parts of the country, a pro-life candidate must be careful with what he says and how he says it.  In most areas the institutional news media is a powerful tool for the pro-abortion candidate.  To always expect the candidate to make abortion the top issue in the campaign could be, for a specific candidate, a sure way to lose an election.
