manage four children ages 3-5-9-12 years old, aplayed organ. After much discussion and
prayer, | accepted and started on Dec. 10, just por to Lessons and Carols. Much of the
music, to my dismay, was not familiar. So | feveshly practiced, signed the two younger
children up for ice skating lessons in Beaver Danso | could practice music. The years
progressed to interim pastors, Father Dan, more ird@rim pastors, and now to Pastor Mary.

My music background began when my older sisters téopiano and violin lessons and
hearing them practice. Sunday afternoons we heardiberace TV concerts and my Mom
saying," someday you will play like him". Sure Mom!

My Mom worked as a sewer at Amity Leather Productsn West Bend since | was in
Grade 2 and after that grade we were allowed to bég piano or violin lessons. Dad was
chauffeur, waiting at the SlingerlGA store for us, sometimes bartering eggs, ducks, oegse. |
am third of eight children, who all took piano or volin lessons for a while.

"Practice each page six times each day and you wdb well," she said. | remember crying at
practices and trying to decide whether to obey orat. | obeyed. Sr. often said Music is twice
more powerful than prayer,” | found this true as my mind was very busy focusing on reading,
keeping track, and leading others in music.

When in Grade 5, our two-room Catholic School losbne teacher, who also was
organist. | was asked to play for daily High or Lav Mass, sung in Latin, along with chant,
which the entire school attended. | couldn't play pdals and my piano teacher gave me a few
lessons on their chapel organ, unsuccessfully. Shally said, "just play both clefs”, which
was very difficult music. | was so scared, but alsplayed daily, | must have improved. |
continued organ playing through high school, as wkés taking piano lessons.

Since | always was given new music to learn and iah't play like Liberace, | felt |
wasn't good enough to major in music in college. Wh assistance of friends and being bored
with Education classes in college, | switched to Miic Education at Alverno College in
Milwaukee, in 1970.
