This scripture passage was chosen by the Guptill family for the memorial leaflet for 
 Russ Guptill’s requiem.  It is one of my very most favorite Psalms, not only because the 
language is so poetic, but also because it expresses both the high’s and the low’s of our 
spiritual lives:  how we bounce from serene trust to lonely despair. 
  
Does this happen in your life of faith?  Do you move from certainty to bewilderment?  
What do you do when despair comes to call?   Are there scripture passages or prayers or 
songs which you find particularly helpful? 
  

“The LORD grants his loving kindness in the daytime; 
in the night season his song is with me, a prayer to the God of my life…” 

  
The Psalms demonstrate the full range of emotions – from rage to quiet contentment to 
joy to fear to peaceful love.  I find that deeply comforting.  God knows (indeed gave us) 
all of our emotions, and wants us to have access to them all – not just the so-called 
“good” or pleasant ones.  Jesus clearly felt them all; God wishes to bless them all.

It has been decided that the Coffee 

Hour Money received from our annual meeting, the Souper Bowl monies collected on Super 
Bowl Sunday and the monies collected from our Shrove Tuesday, Shrove Sunday Pancake 
Breakfast will all go towards our Haiti Project, for our brothers and sisters in Christ in 
Jeannette, Haiti.  The following is from the Diocesan Website for those of you who don’t 
have access. 

This update from Christopher Niacise~I talked with Eloi, (St. Marc's school 
administrator).  He received a report of the survey organized by the Wise Council and 
Scouts:  they counted 2822 families in the zone:  16 houses were destroyed, 20 damaged and 
15 with cracks; about 17,000 persons (4000 males older than 19, 4800 women older than 19, 
4100 boys, 5000 girls); they confirmed that St Marc "flamingo" (above-ground orange) 
cistern is damaged and now empty; they also reported that 8 private cisterns were also 
damaged.  He is very thankful for our prayers and work we are doing.  He will tell people in 
Jeannette that they are all in our prayers as well as our plans to help. 

 
We're in production mode!  Some of us are knitting or crocheting baby hats, and 

some of us are creating baby blankets -- all for Haitian children.  Several people 
have donated yarn and flannel and we're hard at work.  We're trying for a 
Saturday get-together in March so we can work and giggle together.  Stay tuned 
for details on this wonderful Lenten project. 

 
Pancake Breakfast ~ Thanks to all for the success of our Shrove Tuesday (held on 
Sunday) Pancake Breakfast.  The FROGS are a small group, but with your help and 
contributions of food, cash, hands to wash and dry dishes, good appetites, and 
compliments, it was both fun and rewarding for us.
