The Haiti Project 
 

For nearly 25 years, the Diocese of Milwaukee has been in partnership with 
St.Marc’s Episcopal Church in Jeannette, Haiti, a rural mountainous district not far 
from the port city of Miragoane on the Atlantic Coast. 

Our project there consists of St.Marc’s Church, St. Marc’s School, a Clinic, a Trade School, a 
Coffee and Agriculture project, a Water Purification project and a Maternal/Child health initiative. Our 
Milwaukee project Coordinator is Dr. Janis Byrd (www.Haitiproject.org). 

St. Marc’s Parish is currently headed by the Archdeacon for Southeast Haiti, Pere Kesner Gracia, 
who is the Interim Priest. A Seminarian has also just been sent to Jeannette. Guidance and 
recommendations also come from a 6 member lay Council of Wise Persons.  St. Marc’s School (K-9), 
the Clinic, and the Trade School are headed by our “Director Generale”, Rudolphe Eloi, who has been 
there since the beginning.  

The School 
St. Marc’s School typically enrolls between 650 and 700 students who come from a population 

in the surrounding districts of around 15,000. U.S. grade equivalents are Kindergarten through 9th grade. 
Students walk to school with some traveling one hour, one-way each day. School is from 8 a.m. until 
noon for the younger grades and 1 p.m. to 3 p.m. for the upper grades, Monday through Friday. Many 
students take more than 10 years to finish, due to weather and family needs like helping farm, but our 
students graduate with some of the highest test scores in the country. Our “Director Generale”, Rudolph 
Eloi has been there since the inception of the school. He and his wife and their 2 sons live in Leogane 
which is halfway between Port au Prince and Jeannette. 

The Clinic 
The clinic is near the school. Currently it is staffed by 2 nurses, one who is resident and available 

weekdays, nights, and weekends and one who lives in Jeannette with her family. Doctors and nurses 
from the Milwaukee Haiti Project come several times a year to work in the clinic. There are also six 
“Matrons” who work  as midwives doing home deliveries. The nearest hospital is in Miragoane, about 
an hour away. One of the most important programs is our Maternal/Child health program that provides 
prenatal services and postnatal follow-up to improve successful births. 

The Trade School 
 The trade school has had classes for a number of years, overseen  by Eloi. These have included 
sewing (including school uniforms), embroidery, and artificial flower making ( a source of income 
providing flowers for weddings, funerals, etc.). Eloi, who is also a tailor, has started a project making 
clergy shirts.  Classes were first held in the school when classes were not in session. Both upper level 
students and adults in the community have been involved. In the Fall of 2009, the first floor of a Trade 
School was completed with a $30,000 grant from the Schmidt Family/U.S. Oil Foundation and 
additional donations. A second floor will complete the trade school along with 3 year startup costs 
estimated at about $250,000 for the entire project. Future classes will include masonry, wood-working, 
cooking, and basic computer/business skills. The Council of Wise Persons has also asked that 
Agricultural Education classes and perhaps model farming projects be added. Our coffee project aims at 
improving coffee growing in Jeannette until it matches the quality of Singing Rooster coffee grown by 
other Haitian farmers. We are also sending tools to help with agricultural work. 

Water 
Water is a big concern in Jeannette because the area is mountainous and drilling wells is difficult 

and very expensive. Cisterns gathering the rain water from roofs are the main source. We have 5 
cisterns. Many were leaking and we managed to repair them in 2009. Otherwise, villagers must walk 
about 2 hours to collect river water. A water purification project has been in place for a few years 
through the Gift of Water, a NGO. That program expired in 2009 and we are carrying it on ourselves 
with local water technicians who go from house to house and teach people how to secure safe drinking 
water. 
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The Situation after the Earthquake 

Thankfully, Jeannette was far enough from the earthquake zone that damage was not 
cataclysmic. Several buildings suffered some damage and a few houses were destroyed. Two or three of 
the cisterns were cracked and a side of one cistern collapsed into the Kindergarten building, knocking a 
hole in a wall. These things can be repaired. 

The two major problems are water and food. We hope that Haitians will be able to repair the 
cisterns if we can get money to them. Food is a severe problem because supplies are not getting there. 
Aid goes to Port au Prince and outlying cities, but it is very slow to get to remote areas. We are 
collecting supplies and will be  sending a container shipment to Miragoane soon for Jeannette. 

Classes will begin again soon at St. Marc’s school. A February trip from Milwaukee visited 
Jeannette and their report will help future trips in March/April, May, and June. 
 

Needs, large and small of the Milwaukee Haiti Project 
This is a list of some of our current needs, both financial and other. Over 80% of the Diocese of 

Milwaukee Haiti Project Operating Budget goes towards salaries and expenses of the school, the clinic, 
and the trade school. Ten percent of everything we send also goes to the Diocese of Haiti to help fund 
parishes who do not have U.S. partnership programs. Here, we will lay out ways that parishes, 
individuals, and corporations can contribute to small and large present and ongoing needs. You can also 
go to our website, www.haitiproject.org, and click on “Get Involved” to find more information. 

 
1) Treasurer: Christophe Nicaise, our Treasurer for a number of years, needs to step down so that 
he can focus his attention on the truly vital role he has in Communications with Jeannette since he is 
French and has close relationships with the leaders at St. Marc’s and with the Haiti Partnership 
program. Chris has given us a thorough job description for the Treasurer position and will be happy 
to work with a new Treasurer.(Job description is on out website.) One thing we have discussed is 
that someone could sign on with a clear understanding of the length of commitment. This is probably 
one of the most important roles of leadership for the Haiti Project. If you have the appropriate 
background, we could truly use your talents. 
 
2) Haiti Project Coordinator:  Our current Coordinator, Dr. Janis Byrd, who has served us 
wonderfully for years, is planning to step down as soon as a new Coordinator is found. Dr. Byrd has 
also given us a job description (see website). This position includes a stipend and benefits. Details 
are available upon request. 
 
3) School Sponsorships: School Sponsorships for students, teachers, and Clinic nurses are one of 
the most important sources of funding for our Operating Budget. You can go to the website for 
details of these opportunities. 
 
4) Endowment Fund: The Pere Octave LaFontante Endowment Fund, named after the Haitian 
Priest who helped us begin our project in Jeannette and who was there for 20 years, is a fledgling 
fund that we are trying to build in order to sustain long term commitment and sustainability towards 
promoting growth and independence in Jeannette. Gifts and Memorials are the key to making this 
initiative work and a recent $50,000 gift  was a good step forward. There is also a small endowment 
fund for the Priest’s discretionary use. 
 
5) The coffee project and agricultural development: The Council of Wise Persons in Jeannette is 
strongly interested in helping people through agricultural growth and education. Food scarcity is a 
serious problem, heavily dependent on the whims of storms, the amount of rainfall, and the 
degradation of soil due to deforestation. The coffee project’s aim is to upgrade the quality of coffee 
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growing in Jeannette until they match the standards of Singing Rooster Coffee that we buy from 
other Haitian farmers. So, purchasing new and improved tree stock is vital. The Council is also 
asking for hand tools  and seeds so that local residents can have better means to grow food and learn 
better methods of agriculture. We hope to send tools and seeds with a container shipment soon, but 
this is an ongoing need and probably the solution lies in having funds to purchase those things in 
Haiti. 
 
6) Electrical Grid for the Campus:  We have begun a project to supply electricity to the new Trade 
School with funds received from the Commission on Global Reconciliation. The larger plan is to 
install a generator and existing solar panels on the roof of the Kindergarten (along with the Internet 
café equipment) where they can be secured and then run underground wiring to the rest of the 
campus and the Presbytere. Also, the current generator is old and broken and we need to purchase a 
new large diesel generator. We have some funds for this project, but considerable additional gifts are 
needed to complete the work. 
 
7) Transportation: Until recently, we shared a truck with the Partnership at Bondo.  The truck was 
purchased by the partners in Boca Raton and Milwaukee paid for upkeep and insurance. Now that 
Jeannette and Bondo have become separate independent parishes, the truck is in Bondo, but is no 
longer useable. We are looking at two options for Jeannette, particularly to be there when a new 
Priest is appointed. One is to purchase a new 4 wheel drive diesel truck at a cost in Haiti of 
c.$50,000-$60,000. The other, if we cannot find those funds is to purchase a 
“Motorcycle/Ambulance”, another vehicle which seems to be used in Haiti. This is an important 
need that we currently have no solution for, but if initial gifts come in, we can establish a 
Transportation fund to work toward this goal. 
 
8) The Trade School: The first floor of the Trade School, completed last Fall, was funded by a 
$30,000 grant from  the Schmidt Family/U.S. Oil Foundation and several personal gifts. To complete 
the project, we need to build the second story, add bathrooms, purchase a stove and 
refrigerator/freezer for the cooking classes, purchase equipment for woodworking, construction, and 
masonry classes, purchase computers and software,  purchase a large truck to carry products for sale, 
and create a fund for 3 year start-up costs for staff and supplies. The intent is for the school to 
function as a Cooperative where community people, can learn skills, make and sell products, and 
eventually share in the profits. The probable costs of this project is at least $250,000. Our intent is to 
seek a Foundation grant for this, but research, so far, shows that Foundation grants come much more 
often when entail individual giving indicates real support for such a project. 
 

Haiti Project Hats & Quilts   ~ Some of us are knitting or crocheting baby hats, and some of us 
are creating baby blankets, dolls -- all for Haitian children.  Several people have 
donated yarn and flannel and we're hard at work.  Our quilting 
work day, Saturday, March 20th saw many busy hands and 

hearts at work.  A bucket of hammers 
were donated each being engraved 
with the name of St. Marks’ on them.
