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The Haiti Project ~The Loaves and Fishes Trip Report March 24-30, 2010 
On Wednesday, March 24, our group which was Susan Webster, 

Elizabeth Van de Weide (aka Heins), Jeff Boone, Lauren Nelson from 
Naiperville (who met her mother at O’Hare and finished a paper while 
we checked in baggage), Tom Evans,  Phyllis Teets, and Jan Byrd (who 
had just returned from a trip on Monday to Ft. Wayne, IN to visit her 
failing mother-in-law and spent the night at her sister’s in Chicago) met 

at O’Hare and flew to Fort Lauderdale and spent the night at a LaQuinta Inn, which I 
highly recommend as it is difficult to stay in Port au Prince (PAP) now.  LaQuinta has a 
free shuttle with a large trailer for luggage.  We were not welcomed on this trip by the 
Episcopal Church and received word Monday evening that we definitely could not stay at 
Bon Deau so had to make other arrangements quickly.  Fortunately, a Haitian-American 
doctor who has re-opened the Paillant Hospital offered us his residence. 

On Thursday, March 25, we arrived in PAP through a new the jetway and 
reception area just built.  After the usual duffle hustle we found Jacqui Labrom and our 
driver Robert, who had a nice 3-seater van with a luggage rack on top and AC.  We first 
went to Ste. Croix where Medcine Sans Frontiere had a sign on one end and are 
apparently using part of the hospital building.  The medical director’s house is still 
standing but the guest house and apartments are completely gone, rubble cleared and a 
tent city in their place.  We proceeded to FSIL (the nursing school) with the help of a 
motorcycle taxi escort.  It was very disorienting with so many buildings down that I 
couldn’t tell where the school was.  Jeff and Lauren were acting ably as our interpreters.  
We contacted Dean Hilda Alcindor by cell phone but she was unfortunately in PAP.  She 
directed us to find nurse Marge and place supplies in her residence.  Then we visited the 
mobile hospital being run by World Wide Villages where 2 OR’s were in use but supplies 
were short.  They had a severe asthma patient and fortunately Phyllis had brought some 
inhalers and helped her first patient in Haiti.  After returning home, I spoke to Hugh 
Bristol (Nurse Tim’s dad & retired plumber) who was there just before us.  He said he 
had been able with Haitian helpers to restore water to the second floor of the hospital and 
fix the sewage system.   We then went on to Miragoane passing mile after mile of tents 
and hundreds of people living under a sheet held up by 4 sticks.   Rubble and pancaked 
buildings lined the way.  The road itself was in fairly good shape.  There were obvious 
earthquake cracks but could be driven around.  We did encounter one rough, 
mountainous detour near the lake.  Miragoane appeared intact but not as busy as usual.  
One sight that was missing until we neared Miragoane was school children walking along 
the road as schools were obviously not operating.  We stopped at Paillant Hospital and 
were directed down the road to Dr. Gousse’s house.  We 
weren’t sure where it was so called Ovney, his caretaker.  
Turned out we were parked right in front of it!  I had been 
apprehensive not knowing what to expect but it was lovely.  
The only problem was 4 beds and 8 people counting the 
driver.  We managed with 3 blowup mattresses and a 
couch.  There weren’t enough blankets however which led 
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to our first “loaves and fishes” experience.  We still had some infant packs and I ended up 
using a small flannel blanket on top, a small fleece one on the middle and covered my 
feet with one of the large towels (I wondered why Martha’s group had put them in the 
kits).  We of course left them on the last day.  As we began to unpack we had our second 
“loaves and fishes” experience.  It seems someone had erroneously packed pasta, rice, 
instant oatmeal packs, raisins, canned tuna & chicken, soups, canned fruit and split peas 
in the bottom of one of the duffles.  (Was that you, Gabrielle?) Each member of the trip 
had carried an emergency food packet with enough for one dinner for the group plus 
enough granola bars for breakfast and trail mix for lunch.  Elizabeth had some soy milk 
and I had some canned nuts and one canned ham.  So with some creative menu planning 
we had plenty to eat except for Tom who fortunately had brought along some MRE’s.  
Neighbors gave us grapefruit and Claudine’s (our first nurse) husband gave us oranges.  
In the end we were able to leave most of our emergency food packs in Jeannette for the 
teachers.  All we purchased was ketchup for our spaghetti, sugar and some libations.  
Lauren had a better grasp of Kreyol than some of us who have been going for years and 
developed good rapport with Gayelan, the young woman who came to help us cook. 
There were purified water jugs in the house so we replaced what we used.  Our IT person 
Elizabeth put a blog on the Haiti Project facebook page from her I-phone, as she 
continued to do every day.  (For a day to day report see bulletin board downstairs in the 
Fireside Room) 

On Friday we made a surprise visit to Jeannette and were heartily welcomed by the 
people.  We were able to deliver medicines and supplies to the clinic, tools and seeds for 
the agricultural project, carpenter tools, and water purification tablets for the cisterns.  
There were quite a few patients at the clinic which appeared to be running smoothly 

Evenings were spent playing UNO with the children who gathered in the 
courtyard.  We began each day with a meditation from the book “New Prayers” and 
ended each day with compline. 

On Sunday we returned to Jeannette at 8:30 for church.  It was already half full and 
Bible verses were being taught.  A 3-hour rousing service followed with men’s, women’s 
and children’s choirs accompanied by accordion and drums.  There was no Eucharist as 
the service was led by the seminarian and Mr. Dulcice among others.  The church was 
full with many more men than I had previously seen there. 

Our rejection by Bon Deau turned out to be a great experience of other options and 
an ideal location to meet people at the crossroads in Paillant not to mention it saved us a 
lot of money. Since Dr. Gousse would not accept any money for his house, we would like 

to make a donation to his hospital.   It seems groups in the 
future can stay at the presbytere in Jeannette and in fact we 
need to in order to restore the confidence of the community.
