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Altar Guild Church Trip  ~ Margaret Ihrke and Marsha Home left Beaver Dam very 
early on this morning and headed to Brookfield, WI to meet the bus that would take us to 

Chicago, IL to visit three churches.  
The first Church we visited was the Saint Clement Church and that 
was beautiful inside. The Dome on the interior was all painted.  It 
was gorgeous to look up into. It has Jesus on the cross with bushes 
under him and was called the tree of Life ...  Upon entering the 
church our eyes are immediately drawn upward toward heaven and 
forward toward the altar and the baptismal font. The altar table was 

made from parts of the original, more ornate altar in the apse.  There was a raised terrazzo 
platform with pews facing it on three sides.   The altar is made of marble and has a beautiful 
mosaic of the Paschal Lamb in the front, illustrating the sacrificial emphasis. The lamb is 
depicted with the banner of victory and the book of the Gospels. The altar table is a profound 
symbol of Christ himself.  Beyond the altar in the apse of the church is the baptistery. It is in 
the baptismal font that our journey as a Christian begins. So this church has a beautiful 
interior painting above as you walk;""  
The second church we visited was the First United Methodist Church. A Chicago Temple. 
This is downtown and very tall building. The temple became the tallest building in Chicago 
when it was dedicated in 1924. With its spire reaching 568 feet above the street level. Today 
most of the first four floors and the basement are dedicated to church work. Floors 5-21 are 
offices of lawyers, etc.  The 22nd floor holds a Methodist history display. The Senior Pastor 
and family live in an apartment on floors 23, 24, and 25. At the pinnacle of the building is 
the small, octagonal Sky Chapel.  The focal point in the sanctuary is the altar, with a carving 
by Alois Lang, from Oberammergau, Germany.  It depicts Jesus, weeping over the city as he 
pauses on his descent from the Mount of Olives to begin his "triumphal entry" into 
Jerusalem.  The one like it is in the Sky Chapel, and there Jesus is shown looking out over 
the skyline of Chicago and yearning for us to find ways to live in harmony. This is a 
beautiful room which I enjoyed as it feels like you are praying closer to heaven..  
After we visited the first two churches it was time for lunch at the Café Grand Lux. The Café 
Grand Lux is downtown and it was big with two floors.  We ate on the second floor, which 
we took the escalators to get to.  It was very nice and I had Sloppy Joe and it was put 
together very different and huge, very good, that is for sure.  Margaret ordered a salad, which 
was huge and very good also.  The food was very delicious and presented beautifully. 
The third Church we visited was St. Paul's Catholic Church – Twin towered Gothic style 
church built by German parishioners entirely of brick without a single nail.  Venetian 
mosaics and stained glass windows from Munich were also used.  Designed by Schlack in 
1897 and completed 30 years later.  This was a very beautiful, building structure. Inside they 
had a lot of statues of different men.  Unfortunately, we didn't get any pamphlet to tell us 
more about it.  One statue that I took a picture of had St. Mark's on it. They showed us 
around and I took some pictures. I wasn't able to hear much of anything on this one.  
Unfortunately, the church is deteriorating quickly. 
So that was a good trip for the day and we enjoyed it very much.  Please see bulletin board

Senior Warden Dan Hilbert called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

4. Replacing Bob Zamzow – Impossible.  Linda made an outline of what duties Bob did around 
the church. Bob Horne will follow up with some private cleaning agencies and Mary Mail will 
check with Green Valley to see if they’re bonded and what approximate  
costs for cleaning would be.  On June 6 at fellowship time we will have a cake in honor and 
thanks for Bob’s service the past many years.  Fellowship committee will organize.
